The vigil will consist of prayers from Catholic and Ecumenical partners, testimonies 

from Central American speakers, and songs. In an adaptation from Saint Oscar Romero’s 
appeal to the military and government of El Salvador in 1980, we will issue an appeal to 
ICE. We also will lift up the names of those 45 people who have died in ICE custody or been 
killed by ICE agents.  

 
March 24th is the Feast Day of St. Oscar Romero, Archbishop and Martyr of El 

Salvador. It also is the International Day for the Truth Concerning Gross Human Rights 
Violations and for the Dignity of Victims. This day was inspired by the life and witness of   
St. Romero.
